STEP ONE:
PULL A STRING FROM CORNER TO CORNER OF THE

STEP Two:

PLACE A ROAD PIN BETWEEN PIN BRACE
AND WEDGES, CAREFULLY DRIVING INTO
THE GROUND USING INSULATED LUMP
HAMMER OR SLEDGE HAMMER. THE ROAD
PIN MUST BE DRIVEN INTO THE GROUND
SO THE ROAD FORM PAN IS SECURELY
